Ceskoslovenské patnactky 2113
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MiG-15 se zapsal do historie ¢eskoslovenského letectvi nesmazatelnym pismem. Nebyl sice prvnim proudovym letounem ve vyzbroji naseho letectva,
navazoval na Avie S-92 a Jaky-23, bezpochyby mu vSak patii postaveni prvniho masoveé uzivaného proudového stroje ¢eskoslovenského letectva.

Jako prvni se do vyzbroje dostaly MiGy-15, v ¢eskoslovenském letectvu oznaované jako S-102. Kromé cca 64 ptevzatych v ¢ervenci 1951 od sovétské
strany bylo v Ceskoslovensku vyrobeno 821 kusti této verze, z nichz 525 létalo v ramci &s. letectva. Zbytek el na export do Rumunska, Bulharska a Polska.

V roce 1954 se do sluzby zacaly dostavat MiGy-15bis (Cs. oznaceni S-103). Maly pocet, 25 kusi, byl dodan ze Sovétského svazu, dalsich 620 pak vzniklo

v letech 1954 az 1957 na nasem uzemi. Do cizich zemi zamifilo 175 znich, Iétaly v Bulharsku, Némecké demokratické republice, Egypté a v Syrii.
Po ptichodu MiGi-19 piisly patnactky o roli prvoliniové stihacky. Rada strojii pak byla prestavéna na stihaci bombardéry. Prestavbu, kterd mimo jiné
spocivala v instalaci ¢tvefice zavésnikd pod kiidlo, absolvovala fada stroji. Prvni MiGy-15SB  pfisly do sluzby v 1ét¢ 1961, celkem je potvrzeno
154 piestavénych letount. Stejny osud ¢ekal také MiGy-15bis. V letech 1969 az 1978 proslo prestavbou na standard MiG-15bisSB minimalng 72 strojt.
Posledni znich doslouzily u30. sbolp k 1. dubnu 1983.

Na nasem nebi se objevily jesté dalsi verze. Krom& MiGu-15bisT urceného k vlekani terci to byla téz prizkumna varianta MiG-15bisR a zejména
dvoumistné UTI MiG-15 (&s. oznageni CS-102). Dvoumistné cviéné stroje se v Ceskoslovensku téz stavély v licenci a v letech 1954 az 1961 vzniklo celkem
2019 kust. Ackoliv bylo €s. letectvo jejich druhym nejvétsim uzivatelem, vétsina sparek §la na export, zejména pak do Sovétského svazu, dale pak do Egypta,
Syrie, Indonésie.

Typ MiG-15 se v nasem letectvu objevil zejména diky planovani tfetiho celosvétového konfliktu ze strany Sovétského svazu. Do té doby uzivané typy,
zejména némecké konstrukce S-99 a S-199 (Me 109G-10 a jeho mutace s motorem Jumo 211), nebyly schopny celit americkym letouniim nachéazejicim
se za nasi zapadni hranici. Nasi potencidlni protivnici mohli taktka beztrestné narusovat ¢eskoslovensky vzdu$ny prostor. Situace se zlepsila az s pfichodem
MiGui-15. Ty jiz za americkymi typy F-80, F-84 ¢i F-86 nezaostavaly, jak ostatné ukazaly v korejské, komunisty vyvolané valce. Ackoliv se na nasi obloze
nevalcilo, napéti mezi obéma stranami bylo ziejmé a projevovalo se riznym ,,popichovanim® na hranici, vzdu$ny prostor nevyjimaje. Vse vyvrcholilo
sestielenim F-84 Thunderjet od 36th FBG piislunikem 5. stihaciho leteckého pluku porugikem Jaroslavem Sramkem dne 10. biezna 1953.
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As could be expected, the MiG-15 played a very important role in the Czechoslovak Air Force. Though not the very first jet aircraft in Czechoslovak use,
coming after the Avia S-92 (Me 262 assembled after the war) and the Yak-23, they were no doubt the first significant type in service in terms of quantity.

The very first MiG-15s in Czechoslovak service were imported from the Soviet Union. Approximately 64 aircraft arrived in July, 1951. The Czechoslovak
aircraft industry produced the MiG-15 under license, with 821 MiG-15s built in total, 525 for domestic use, with the remainder being sold to Rumania,
Bulgariaand Poland.

In 1954, the MiG-15bis entered service (designated S-103 in Czechoslovakia). Only a few were obtained from the Soviet Union, but 620 bis versions were
manufactured here from 1954 to 1957. Bulgaria, East Germany, Egypt and Syria purchased a total of 175.

The arrival of the MiG-19 signaled the end of a successful career for the MiG-15 as a frontline fighter aircraft. Many 'fifteens' were modified for the fighter-
bomber role. The modification is easily recognizable by a pair of additional underwing pylons. The MiG-15SB entered service in the summer of 1961, with
154 examples known to have been modified. The MiG-15bis underwent a similar mod. At least 72 of them were modified as the MiG-15bisSB in the period
from 1969 to 1978. The last of these served with the 30th Fighter-Bomber Regiment and were finally retired on April 1, 1983.

More versions of the 'Fifteen' appeared in the skies over Czechoslovakia. Apart of the MiG-15bisT target tug and the recce MiG-15bisR, the twoseat UTI
MiG-15 (Czechoslovak designation CS-102) was produced in high numbers. These trainers were manufatured under licence and 2,019 examples left the
production line between 1954 and 1961. Most of them found their homes abroad - especially in the Soviet Union, Egypt, Syria and Indonesia.

The MiG-15 served with the Czechoslovak Air Force primarily due to the 'Third World War 'plans initiated by the Soviet Union. Previous fighters, such
as the obsolete S-99 and S-199 (former German Bf 109G-10 and the same type with the Jumo 211 engine), were not able to face modern US jets based along
the Czechoslovak border. The modern jets could cross the border without any threat to stop them. The situation changed when the MiG-15s arrived - the new
fighter was equal or superior to the F-80, F-84 and F-86 as demonstrated in the Korean War. However, and fortunately, there was no 'hot war' in the
Czechoslovak sky, although the tension between East and West was apparent and numerous less important skirmishes occurred along the border, with the sky
being no exception. The peak came on March 10, 1953 when MiG-15 pilot Lt. Jaroslav Sramek, a member of 5th Fighter Regiment, downed
an F-84 Thunderjet of the 36th FBG in a clash over the German - Czechoslovak border.

A group of three MiG-15bis from 15th FR, Zatec Air Base, took part in the 2nd Cultural and Sport Celebration that was organized in Cottbus, German
Democratic Republic in late August, early September, 1957. The distinctive blue marking was applied on these aircraft especially for this event. During the
display, a tragedy nearly occurred when MiGs 3234 and 3233 collided in mid-air. 3234 lost the tip of its left horizontal stabilizer, but the pilot managed
to maintain control over the aircraft till he could set it down. Two of pilots of this display team, Oldrich Paldus and Vaclav Polasek headed to 11th FR in 1958,
when 15th FR was disbanded. In 1959 Capt. Jaromir Palecny joined them — all three pilots were not tall at all, so the team was unofficially dubbed "Trio Prckos'

The most colorful MiG-15 was accepted by Czechoslovak Air Force on November 4, 1954. At least till November, 1955, it was flown by the 1st Squadron,
3rd Fighter Regimentin Brno and was coded FZ-11. Later, in February 1957, the code was changed to FZ-17. Sometime in the early summer of 1957, the code
was changed again to 1303, and in early 1958, the large blue squares were painted on the entire aircraft. '1303' served as a target airplane for AAgunners and
such a marking helped them to recognize 'their' aircraft. This MiG-15 was destroyed on February 17, 1964 when Capt. Jan Jurecka, a member of 18th Fighter-
Bomber Regiment, required the use of the hot seat. At that time, the MiG was modified to the SB standard.

1st Fighter Regiment flew at least three ,Fifteens® coded CY-02. Two of them — the S-102s (MiG-15s) - were destroyed in crashes. The first one hit the ground
on March 19, 1953 with Capt. Jan Cerveny at the controls. Capt. Cerveny thus became the first Czechoslovak MiG-15 casualty. The second one was
destroyed on September 20, 1954 when Lt. Oto Drazsky overan the landing strip in Prague — Kbely and hit the railway embarkment. Pilot survived. The third
CY-02 was this MiG-15bis (Czechoslovak code S-103). The typical natural metal finish with standard Czechoslovak national insignia was topped with large
black walkways and aircraft codes. 1st Fighter Regiment was led by LtCol. Jaroslav Sramek from August 9, 1962 to August 1, 1967, who became famous for
his F-84 Thunderijetkill.

The Czechoslovak MiG-15s typically wore an overall natural metal finish with national insignia and the black individual aircraft code. Up to 1957 the
individual code consisted of two characters and two digits in accordance to the particular unit that operated the aircraft. After 1957, the aircraft code was
moved from the nose on the rear fuselage and changed to a four-digit designation.

On these
occasions, various bagdes and motivs were seen. One of the exceptions was this 'V socialisticke peci' badge (Under Socialistic Care) on the left side on the
nose. This badge meant that the ground crew maintained a standard, and for free, while servicing this particular aircraft.

During the closing days of MiG-15's career in the Czechoslovak Air Force it was used primarily by the fighter-bomber regiments. This airplane belonged
to the 30th FBR, carrying the name of Ostrava city. The name is symbolized by the Ostrava city crest on the left side of the nose. The 30th FBR MiGs were
detached to Ceske Budejovice Air Base between October 1975 and April 1983. They served as part of the 1st Fighter Regiment and flew against low-speed
enemy aircraft. One of these MiGs forced an Austrian Augusta Bell AB 204.B chopper to land that crossed the Czechoslovak border without permission.

The aircraft of 6th Fighter-Bomber Regiment sported a unit badge on their noses in the period from 1968 to 1972. Photos taken during Stit 72 (Shield '72)
exercises show the unit’s MiGs with this badge. At that time, MiG-15s and MiG-15bis aircraft were being replaced with modern fighters and served in the
fighter-bomber role (SB version) with additional underwing bomb racks. The unit badge differed from squadron to squadron - the dot inside the badge was red
for the 1st Squadron, blue for the 2nd Squadron and yellow for the 3rd Squadron. Also, the badge colors are not clear from the b&w photos - we offer two
variants noted in various sources.

Letecky den probéhl na slovenském letisti Sliac, které se pod nazvem Tri Duby nesmazatelné zapsalo do déjin ¢eskoslovenského
letectvi jako nejdllezitéj$i povstalecké letisté z doby SNP. Existruji pouze ¢ernobilé zavéry letounou, které se tradicné interpretuji jako bilo-cerveno-modra
kombinace. Spodni plocha vodorovné ocasni plochy mohla byt téZ ¢ervena, nicméné dobovy filmovy zabér neni zcela ¢itelny a plocha se zda byt pomérné
svétla.

Capt. Garaja, a member of 6th FBR, flew this MiG-15bis during the air show at Sliac airbase on August 29, 1964. The air show celebrated 20th aniversary
of Slovak National Uprising and Sliac airbase (former Tri Duby airfield) played very important role as a main rebel’s airbase. The horizontal stabilizer
undersides could be red as well. The vintage newsreel footage that shows this aircraft in flight is not clear in this aspect. But the stabilizer surface seems

to be quite light.
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
