Cement eyelets No. A9 into locations on
No. A1 but before these dry locate No.A7
lugs into eyelets-DO NOT CEMENT.

Two
drive sprockets, fourteen road wheels, and
two idler wheels are needed in all. When
assembled up all wheels, fix each axle
(W10, W11, W8, W9) to chassis and each
five drive sprockets and five road wheels
to the right and left sides.

APPLYING DECALS

Standard color of the Leopard tank is
olive drab, which can be easily sprayed
on.

Paint hand tools on sides of body, rope
hawsers and machine gun in silver black.
The tail lamp on panel of rear part of
chassis should be painted red. As fender
cover is made of rubber, paint it matted
black for a realistic look.

By following the diagram below, paint
the commander dummy using a slender
brush.

Apply decals by referring to the diagram
in upper right. Soak slide marks in water,
then with front side up,slide base sheet
off. Apply marks to body and smooth
down bubbles under marks with a soft
cloth.
