Le lieutenant Josef Hnatek dans les Forces Aériennes Frangaises Libres (FAFL)

Le 26 juillet 1943, le lieutenant Josef Hnatek obtint la permission présidentielle pour servir au sein des FAFL. |l fut affecté au Groupe Artois, Escadrille Arras,
comme navigateur. Cette unité opérait depuis la base aérienne de Pointe Noire en Afrique Equatoriale Frangaise (République du Congo de nos jours) comme
composante du Coastal Command. Le lieutenant Josef Hnétek a effectué 93 missions pour un total de 403,25 heures de vol jusqu'au 6 mai 1945. Il fut élevé au
grade de capitaine dans les FAFL et de commandant dans la Force Aérienne Tchécoslovaque. En septembre 1948, aprés le coup d'Etat communiste, il fut versé
dans la réserve. Le mois suivant, au cours des procés truqués menés par les communistes, il fut condamné a mort, cette sentence fut commuée parlasuite en 15
ans d'emprisonnement. Aprés dix ans il fut libéré dans le cadre de 'amnistie décrétée par le président A. Novotny. Le fier Josef Hnatek refusa I'amnistie et exigea
sa compléte réhabilitation; finalement on le forca a quitter la prison. Une fois relaché il travailla comme biicheron et comme chauffeur mais sa vue diminuant il
obtintune petite pension d'invalidité. Il mourut dans I'anonymat.

1stLt. Josef Hnatek in Free French Air Force service

On July 26, 1943 1st Lt. Josef Hnétek received presidential permission to serve with FFL (Free French Air Force). He was assigned to Groupe Artois, Escadrille
Artois as navigator. This unit operated from Pointe Noire airbase in the former French West Africa within Coastal Air Force. 1st Lt. Josef Hnatek flew 93 sorties with
total of 403,25 flight hours till May 6, 1945. He reached the rank of Capitaine in the FFL and within Czechoslovakian Air Force was promoted to Major. In September
1948, after the communist coup, he was transferred to reserves. The very next month during the trumped up political process the communists sentenced him to
death, later it was changed to 15 years of imprisonment. After ten years he was to be released within the amnesty of the former president A. Novotny. Proud Josef
Hnétek refused the amnesty and demanded a full rehabilitation; eventually, he was forced to leave the prison. When released, he had worked as logger and stoker
and due to the deteriorating eyesight he was granted small disability support pension. He passed away forgotten.

Sluzba Npor. Josefa Hnatka v letectvu Svobodné Francie

Npor. Josef Hnatek dostal presidentské povoleni ke sluzbé u FFL 26. Eervence 1943. Byl pridélen jako navigator ke Groupe Artois, Escadrille Artois. Ta operovala
jako jednotka pobFeZniho letectva ze zakladny Pointe Noire v tehdejsi Francouzské Z4padni Africe. Do 6. kvétna 1945 vykonal 93 operanich letd v celkové délce
403,25 hodin. Ve FFL dosahl hodnosti Capitaine, v ramci CS letectva byl povySen na majora. V z4fi 1948 byl, po komunistickém pfevratu, byl pfeloZen do zélohy a
hned dalSi mésic ve vykonstruovaném politickém procesu odsouzen komunisty k trestu smrti, pozd&ji zménéném na 15 let tézkého Zalafe. Po deseti letech byl v
ramci amnestie tehdej8iho presidenta A. Novotného propustén z vézeni. Hrdy Josef Hnatek amnestii odmitl a poZadoval pinou rehabilitaci, byl ale donucen vézeni
opustit. Po propusténi pracoval jako lesni délnik a topi€, pro zhorSujici se zrak mu byl pfiznan maly invalidni diichod. Zemrel v zapomnéni.

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V roce 1933 Imperial Airways zvefejnily své pozadavky na novy dvoumotorovy letoun pro své dalkové trasy. Firma Avro
zkonstruovala dle t&chto pozadavku typ 652, dvoumotorovy dolnoplognik s celodfevénym kfidlem a trupem z ocelovych
trubek s prevazné platénym potahem.

V dubnu 1934 se na firmu Avro a na dalsi firmy obratilo Ministerstvo letectvi , které vypsalo sout&z na novy pobfezni
protiponorkovy hlidkovy letoun.

In 1933 Imperial Airways issued specifications calling for new long range two engined aircraft. Avro Company
according to these specifications designed Type 652; two engined aircraft with fabric covered wooden wings in low-
wing position, fuselage structure made of metal tubing mainly fabric covered, too. In 1934 the manufacture of two

series that was drawn out of production not until 1952.
In April 1934 Air Ministry issued specifications for new coastal anti-submarine patrol aircraft. It was addressed to
several companies but also to Avro. The chosen designs were De Havilland DH-89M and Avro 652A. Both aircraft were

first prototype of the military version took off on March 24, 1934. It showed excellent range, endurance and generally
higher performances than DH-89M. Avro won the competition. The production machines were designated Anson Mk.|
and were delivered to RAF from the beginning of 1935. Ansons were also exported to Australia, Finland, Ireland, Egypt
and others. They were used by RAF for anti-submarine patrols. Since 1939-40 they were started to be replaced by
Hudsons. During the war the main Ansons' main role was crew training. Considering Commonwealth the Ansons were
standard aircraft for aerial training. Ansons were in dismounted state also delivered to Canada where it got several
types of engines. According to the used engines the aircraft were designated Anson Mk.!l and Ill. Some aircraft were
also taken over by USAAF and designated them as AT-20. Later on a license production was started in Canada and
further development. Newer Canadian versions got different fuselage with plywood skinning.

The unarmed transport Mk.X version was generally Mk.| version with strengthened fuselage floor. The last war
versions Mk.XI and Xl got heightened fuselage and the post war versions got new all metal wings.
