The Flak 30 (Fliegerabwehrkanone 30) 20 mm anti-aircraft gun was widely used by various German
forces throughout the Second World War.

It was the primary German light anti-aircraft gun, developed from Kriesmarine shipborne 20mm C/30,
entered service in 1934. Its low rate of fire, 120 rounds per minute, became the main disadvantage
and shadowed by other contemporary AA guns, despite easy of set-up and maintenance.

Rheinmetall responded with the 20 mm FlaK 38, with an increased 220 rounds per minute rate of fire
and lighter design. It was accepted as the standard weapon in 1939, and replaced FlaK 30.

In the meantime, 20mm rounds was outclassed by ever-increasing speeds enemy aircrafts. A 37mm
gun could projectile 8 times of the volume, comparing to a 20mm one. Therefore the Germany Army
started to introduce 37mm AA guns. Yet, the 20mm gun was still a very efficient weapon for
anti-personnel and light armour vehicles. As a result, Rheinmetall introduced the 2 cm Flakvierling 38,
a quad-mounted 20mm Flak 38 AA guns.

With rounds per minute rate of fire, the 2 cm Flakvierling 38 was firstly adopted by the Kriesmarine on

May 1940, other services followed. It saw services in half-tracks, tank bodies, U-boats, ships and fixed
installations.
