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The mighty Cobra’s racing career started at Riverside, California, on October 13, 1962. Bill Krause drove the 260 Ford-
powered number 98xP Cobra to the lead only to end its debut with a rear hub failure. But from that point forward, Carroll
Shelby and his “Cobra Men” developed the car into one of the most feared competition cars of all time. The 427 Cobra still
stands as one of the most awesome racing machines ever built, and remains one of the world’s most
sought after automobiles. The 427 engine produced such brutal amounts of torque that huge,
4-inch chassis tubes were used to reduce chassis flex and keep the Cobra’s power .
