In the summer of 1943 German Indus-
try started the production of the new
medium tank T-V, which had a 75 mm
cannon and a strong armor, That fact
forces Soviet tank-builders to increase
the fire strength of tank “T-34". A new
turret and 85 mm cannon were
constructed in short pericd of time
That tank madification was named “T-
34-85" In the winter of 1944 that tank
appended in Soviet Guards Tank
Units. The weight of that tank was
more then the weight of “T-34", but the
weight increase didn't reduce it's
manoeuvra-bility. The battle characte-
ristics of Soviet “T-34-85" were betler
then the same characteristics of T-V.
That tank fought perectly with new
German heavy tanks T-V1 and T-VI B,
which had 88 mm cannons. You can
see tank "T-34" memaorials in lowns
and cities of the former Soviet Union
and other European Counlries. They
are the symbol of courage and
heroism of Sowiet tank crews in the
battles of the il World War

Assembly recommendations.
Before starting.

Carefully study the nstructions and
diagram before starting assembly. If
several versions of the model are
possible. locate the parls needed for
the version selected. Follow the order
of assembly as indicated.

Assembly and gluing.

Detach paris from the stem only as
lhey are needed at each stage of
assembly, using a sharp knife or blade
(Humbrol offers a wide range of tools)
Cut away the round stubs, timming
with a file if necessary Pnor to gluing,
assemble the pans without cement, in
order 1o assure perfect fit once glued
logether Use a small amount of
Humbrol glue then allow to dry. When
gluing large parts, hold them in place
with rubber bands or scorch tape. Use
Iweezers to comectly position tiny
parts. The cement will nol adhere o
painted or metallic parts, so these
must be scraped at the point where
gluesto be apphed

Painting.

Use Humbrol paints (those required
are listed on the label) which are
specially designer to be used on scale
models, in comunction with Heller
Humbrol brushes. FPaint parts
according to assembly diagram
befare or after assembly

Decals.

Locate the precise spot for each decal
on the model, referring to the
decoration scheme provided for the
version selected Cul oul each decal.
soak it in lukewarm water for several
seconds, then shide the decal off its
backing onto the appropriate spot. Blot
away excess water with a clean cloth
or blotter
